The documents to be uploaded have to be attested photocopies and not Originals. Ensure that
your uploaded documents are duly self-attested and the documents submitted to Institute are
accurate and authentic.

On confirmation, you will make the online payment of fees, for which you will receive an email
from IAl and a successful payment confirmation page (take a print out of this page).

When your online admission is approved by the Institute, you will receive an approval email on
your registered email id.

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Fees to be paid

e Students who are taking admission during the period from 1°t April to 30" September shall pay
the Total Admission Fees of X 4000/- (inclusive of Annual Membership Fees) applicable for the
same financial year (for e.g. if admission taken from 1°t April to 30" September 2021 then the
membership is valid till 31°* March 2022, students have to renew their membership on 1% April
2022). Further, such students shall be required to pay membership fees due in the next and
subsequent financial years.

e Students who are taking admission during the period from 1% October to 31° March shall pay the
Total Admission Fees of X 4000/- (inclusive of Annual Membership Fees). However, such students
do not need to pay membership fees in the next financial year but has to pay for the subsequent
financial years (for e.g. if admission taken from 1%t October 2021 to 31 March 2022 then the
membership is valid till 31 March 2023, students have to renew their membership on
15t April 2023).

e Fees once paid is non-refundable.

What happens when your scanned documents are not in order?

1. Incase your documents are not in order, you will receive an email on your ACET registered email
id within 7 working days mentioning the reason.

2. Youthen need to re-upload the correct documents to get the online approval.

3. If we do not receive the updated documents in soft copy after rejection, within 30 days from the
date of intimation communicated by email, then, you will have to reapply for admission.
